BIOGRAPHY

Born in Montreal, Canada, André Vaillancourt received a classical education, learning Latin, Greek and English from Jesuit run establishments.  In search of his roots he continued his studies in France and successfully established himself as a singer-songwriter, signing a seven-year contract with Polygram, a division of Philips Records.  That yielded two long-play albums and generated numerous concert dates in France, Luxembourg, Belgium, Canada, Lebanon and Morocco, opening for such acts as Genesis and Fleetwood Mac.  

Moving to California in 1980 marked the beginning of the journey from music to film and television.  Starting as an office assistant leads to becoming involved in the development of projects from theater to television.  

Different assignments mostly programs for cable television, find him around the set, assimilating all aspects of the process and following through in post-production.  He also learns contracts and accounting as well as distribution and marketing.  

In 1988, he and associate Martha Benedek found Golden Screen Enterprises to develop screenplays and promote post-production services.  The association lasts three years until Ms. Benedek marries and moves to England.  As he continues to develop the business, he is contracted by Euro-American Television to write and direct a feature film entitled “No Witness”; it yields a better experience than result.  It also leads him into editing five independent feature films and a string of television programs for network and cable television.

Throughout his career, he consults with several different entities on production, post-production, marketing and distribution for independent projects.  He has attended numerous trade shows, including the American Film Market in Los Angeles, California, MIP in Cannes, France and the Independent Film Market in New York City.
